ENROLLMENT POLICIES 
 

• Registration is on a first-come, first-served basis.  A registration form is due at time of registration. 

• Final class placements for the following school year will be made in late April and are based on age eligibility, 

development, where the child is with respect to the potty-training process at that time, teacher 

recommendations (if applicable), and parent input.    

• The School Year is August to May with closures for:  Holidays, School Breaks, In-Services, Parent-Teacher 

Conference Days, Inclement Weather and Emergency Situations.  

• The two-day program is Tuesday/ Thursday; the three-day program is Monday/ Wednesday/ Friday.   

• Class placement is determined by child’s age as of September 1st, exceptions may be made solely at the 

Director’s discretion. 

• The Intermediate Multi-Age Class, the Older Multi-Age Class, and the KinderPrep Class are for fully potty-

trained children only – unless there is an identified developmental delay as documented by a healthcare 

professional.  **Please note that our “Fully Potty-Trained” policy states: "Only children who are fully potty-

trained may move up into our older classes. Fully potty-trained means that the child does not wear diapers or 

Pull-Ups for any portion of the school day, that there is no pattern of accidents, that both urination and bowel 

movements take place consistently in the toilet, and that the child is able to take care of restroom needs 

independently (including wiping his/ her bottom independently).” 

• Because our school year ends in May, and one of the primary goals is to offer a stable and consistent 

program for young children, we do not offer mid-year enrollment for children who are not 2 years of age by 

January 1st.   

• St. Luke Preschool does not accept New Mexico Department of Health Exemptions from Immunization 

Requirements.  Children must be fully immunized, and proof of up-to-date immunizations is required to enroll.  

    

PRIVATE PAY TUITION and DROP-IN POLICIES 
 

• There are 2 options for the payment of Yearly Tuition:  

• Single Yearly Payment: Tuition will be discounted by 2%.  Full payment is due by June 1, 2026.  

• Monthly Payment Plan: 10 total payments - 

• A tuition deposit equal to 1 month of yearly tuition, which will be applied to May 2027, is due 

June 1, 2026, or upon registration if after that date.   

The tuition deposit is non-refundable.    

• The August tuition payment is due no later than August 1, 2026, with subsequent payments 

due on the 1st day of each month beginning in September.  The final tuition payment for the 

school year is due April 1, 2027. 

• Payments remain the same and do not vary with the number of school days in session per 

month.  There are no refunds for absences, disenrollment or school closures.   

• A $15.00 late fee will be assessed for payments received after the 5th of the month. 

• Tuition may be paid with check, cash, money order or online through ACH transfer or credit card through 

Brightwheel. ACH transfer or credit card payments may require additional convenience fees.   

• Failure to pay tuition will result in disenrollment unless prior arrangements have been made with the Director. 

• There is a $25.00 fee for decreasing hours.  Please see the Family Handbook for details. 

• There is a $25.00 processing fee for returned checks and returned online ACH payments.   

• Enrollment in Extended Care can take place at any time during the school year, space available. 

• Drop-in fees: these are billed weekly following service and are due by the following Friday.  Partial hours are 

billed at the nearest half-hourly rate.
